Province of Potenza has been recognized as supporting structure for the Covenant of Mayors, initiative launched
in 2008 by the Directorate General for Energy of the European Commission to actively involve European cities on
the path to energy and environmental sustainability.

Main objective of the Province is to promote the accession to the Covenant committing the mayors to go
beyond the objectives set by the EU for 2020, reducing the CO2 emissions in their respective territories by at
least 20%, through the implementation of Sustainable Energy Action Plan.

* The initiative aims at improving energy performance in the building sector at the local level paying particular attention to
educational buildings.

* A total of 70 million Euros have been invested in developing earthquake resistant and energy efficient schools across the
province. The schools will also be constructed using low-cost techniques and ecological materials.

* The innovation and effectiveness of this practice is in the bottom-up approach that raises the awareness among stakeholders
of educational buildings such as teachers, students and their family members regarding energy efficiency.

* The initiative was awarded as a best practice 2011 by Legambiente and GSE in the framework of “Renewable municipalities
2011”. A remote control system with a “public” display allows monitoring the production of RE plants. The total estimated
energy production is about 743,742.5 kW/y corresponding to € 320,735.86 with about € 272,432.19 saved on the energy bill
and 319,060 tons CO2 avoided.

technological solutions:

Innovative smart technologies: Europe is split concerning the penetration of smart/ICT technologies such as energy management systems or
smart meters. The aim is thus to 1) support the spread of intelligent technologies in new Member States with typically lower penetration rates
2) systematically collect and analyse data and feed-back information to support fact-based regional policy making, as a joint issue for almost all
